School travel planning has been
shown to be successful in changing
{school travel habits in other e

schools, both within Victoria and
overseas. This has resulted in
many significant benefits for school
communities, including reduced
traffic congestion around schools,
better health and fithess for
students, increased travel choices
for students and parents/carers,
improved safety for students and
greater connections between the
school and local community.

Doncaster Primary School, in
conjunction with Manningham
Council, has collected information
about the current situation in terms
of how students travel now and the

ct
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reasons why this is mostly by car.
We believe that there is great
potential within our school
community to dramatically reduce
the numbers of students being
driven to and from school.

( There are obvious environmental

benefits associated with sustainable
travel but we also hope to see the
health and fithess of our students
greatly increased by simply
switching to walking or cycling to or
from school.

As a school community, we would
like everyone to become involved in
some way to encourage a change in
travel habits for the school journey.
This will then reduce the traffic
chaos around the school at peak
drop-off and pickup times and will
also improve safety not only for
parents and students at the school,
but also for local residents.
